The homewasbuilt by Z.O. Fidd in an areathat
was formerly part of El Rancho de Los Coches. It was
firg purchesed by William Brongrup (a conductor for
S& SCERR) before the area became part of San Jose. The
sde pricewas $1500. One of the later occupants was Dr.
Chas Hertd, one of the firgd two graduaes to recave an
MD degree west of the Missssppi.

This home has been meticuloudy researched by Krigen's
mother, Jane Guinther (dso a VPA membe). The
rexarch binder, which includes information on various
individuds, as wel a the surrounding area, will be
avalable for viewing a this event.

Speker Information: Steve Bauer began working as a
draftsman for Bruce Bradbury in 1982, providing
wdlpgpe dedgns and cusom layouts. "Period dedgn”
was dways a hobby of Steve's and he had hoped to go into
architecture. Steve moved to southern Cdifornia from
Indiana when he was 10. At one time he and his wife
owned a 1925 Colonid Reviva gpartment house, Hling it

to buy alarger house that would accanmodate their two
children. They now live in another period house, a 1961
ranch gyle home in Saramento. Seve has widened
B& B's wallpgper collection to pogt war periods. Bdieving
that people are beginning to gppreciate the vintage of laer
years homes, hiscdlection will be for homesfrom 1860 to
1960.
